An innovative combination of Police National Computer (PNC), CCTV and ANPR which includes Vehicle Enquiry Management (VEM) technologies,¹ the new Civica units provide a complete enforcement system that help increase policing efficiency by quickly identifying any incidents at large events.

Civica Vehicle Enquiry Manager (VEM) software is the processing element of the ANPR system. Capable of holding multiple databases, including DVLA & PNC and connectivity to Back Office Solutions for live PNC and PNC fastrack checking.

Once a vehicle registration plate is read by the ANPR engine, details are passed to VEM and processed by checking against the databases. Upon receipt of a match against a number late in any of the databases, the system will give an audible alarm and save the vehicle image on screen for further action. VEM can be configured to send messages via SMS to mobile phones or alerts to pagers.
